More about PowerPoint 
Add pictures 

You can add pictures (remember 
they need to be copyright free) 
using online pictures. 
 

 

Frames 
Frames can be added around the 
outside of your picture and allows you 
to change the angle of the picture. 

 

  
With computers, you might want to undo a mistake or 
change something back to what it was before. For example, 
you might want to remove a picture that you just inserted 
that you don’t like or you’ve accidentally deleted a whole 
load of text!  Use the UNDO button in the top left corner or 

Ctrl + Z. 
 
WordArt and text styles further 
changes the appearance of the text so 
that it is more interesting to look at. 

 
 

Tones 
 

Changes the tones of 
the picture although 
you need accurate 
pictures when 
presenting information 

and facts.  
 

Animations and transitions 
 

Animations make your pictures or text 
appear on the screen in a more 
interesting way.  

Transitions change how each slide 
moves onto the next one.
